Engage with Teachers Now about National Curriculum
“State jurisdictions must act promptly to establish consultative frameworks that include teachers and their unions to consider the Australian Curriculum, said Independent Education Union of Australia Federal Secretary Chris Watt.

“The Australian Curriculum, Assessment and Reporting Authority (ACARA) will shortly release the draft K-10 Australian Curriculum in four learning areas: English, mathematics, science and history for national consultation.

“The IEUA has long supported a national curriculum but has consistently urged all parties to ensure that the development and implementation phases are well conceived and supported.

“It is critical that this consultation phase considers the support resources needed to ensure that the national curriculum is implemented from 2011 in a sustainable and educationally sound manner.

“State and territory jurisdictions must immediately establish National Curriculum Consultation Committees in K-6, 7-10 and senior years groupings to work on each subject area.

“The committees must also be charged with responsibility to examine the impact on the ‘Whole Curriculum’ and Assessment Reporting and Credentialing implications.”
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
